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Pack 969 was established in 2005 for foreign passport holder boys between ages 6-11.  This non-profit, volunteer organization has approximately 110 boys from 7 different schools and over 25 nationalities, all residing in Pudong. 

· Boys are grouped by the year of their schooling:


Tiger Scouts (US 1st Grade or UK Level 2)


Wolf Scouts (US 2nd Grade or UK Level 3)


Bear Scouts (US 3rd Grade or UK Level 4)


Webelos Scouts (US 4th & 5th Grade or UK Level 5&6)

· Dens are created by geography, with a cluster of dens in Kangqiao and Jinqiao districts.  As the program is designed to be community oriented, most parents sign their boys up for a den near the place that they live.

· Each den is lead by a volunteer Den Leader.  In most cases, these leaders have a backup or co-leader. It is expected that any scouting event will have two parents attending.  Den meetings are usually every other week, with the specific day, time & location arranged by the individual den leaders.

· Den meetings are designed to follow a standard curriculum established by Boy Scouts of America.  Depending on their level, the boys will learn about health, safety, good judgment, moral character & specific skills.  The boys progress through a set of achievements which then results in them earning the appropriate badge (Tiger, Wolf, Bear, etc) over the course of the year.  The boys are recognized for their advancement throughout the year during four Pack Meetings.  These 90-minute meetings include all 100+ boys and their parents and are used to emphasize advancement, achievement and recognition.

Other activities during the year include:

Camping – we take the full Pack out for an overnight camping trip at least twice per year.  The sites are usually within 90 minutes of Shanghai and one parent is expected to join their boy.  We cook meals and arrange for outdoor activities for the boys. 

Pinewood Derby – each boy is given a kit to build a racing car.  In April, all the boys race their cars on a Saturday afternoon to find the fastest car in the Pack.  This is one of the highlights of the year for the boys and parents!

Easter Chocolate Sales – Each year the Pack sells Easter Chocolates to raise funds for the Pack and to support local charities in Shanghai.  The boys each have a pre-sales target for selling in their compound, school or parent’s workplace.  This helps the boys learn presentation skills, selling skills and responsibility for taking orders, receiving funds and delivering chocolates.  The Pack also sets up onsite selling locations for the three weeks before Easter.  Each parent is expected to sign up for a two to three hour time to support this selling with their den.

Community Service – either at a Pack or Den level, the boys are encouraged to participate in local service activities to encourage them to become responsible citizens.
